Our pastoral leaders meet with the 
local medical services on a regular 
basis.  By collaborating to problem 
solve and share our resources, we 
are able to ensure that we are 
doing everything we can to support 
any students, and their families, 
who have a need for assistance.  
Although this is a focus on the 
most needy, by working proactively 
together there is a ótrickle downô 
effect for every student.  Every 
student is watched a little more 
closely and teachers are a little 
more relaxed knowing that serious 
issues are being managed and 
solutions are being created.  

In 2019 we will have a focus on 
health education for our Junior 
students (Year 7-10) in particular, 
ensuring that they are all as well 
equipped as possible to deal with 
the myriad challenges of the 
modern world. Health education is 
a much bigger thing than it used to 
be when the parents and 
grandparents of our current 
students were at school.  The 
information (good and bad) that is 
readily available to our children 
now creates significant challenges 
to them and to all of the adults 
trying to support them.  Our new 
Health programmes attempt to 
prepare students to deal with 
relationships, both digital and real, 
and to manage themselves 

properly in those situations they may 
find confronting, without harm to 
themselves or others.
